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Do You Know these Rules and Terms? 
1. How many clubs can you carry in your bag? 

 Fourteen.  Refer to Rule 4-4 in The Rules of Golf approved by the 
USGA for rule and penalty for breach of rule. 

2. Do you know what the teeing ground is (where the ball may be 
teed up) and where you may stand? 

 The teeing ground is an area determined by the two markers on the 
tee box.  Imagine a line between the front edge of the markers, two 
perpendicular lines extending two club lengths back from the outside 
edge of the markers and a line parallel to the line at the front of the 
markers closing the box at the back.  The box drawn by these lines is 
the area where the ball can be teed.  You may stand outside of this 
area, but the ball must be teed inside this area. Refer to Rule 11 in 
The Rules of Golf for all of the rules and penalties on the teeing 
ground. 

3. What does “Through the Green” mean? 

 It is the entire area of the course except for the teeing ground, 
putting green of the hole you are playing and all hazards on the 
course. 

4. What does “Play It as It Lies” mean? 

 It means that you may not move the ball through the green without 
declaring the ball unplayable (see Rule 28); move it out of a divot; 
change or improve the area of your intended swing or stance; move, 
bend or break anything growing such as tree limbs or tall grass; or 
remove stakes defining out of bounds.  See Rule 13 in The Rules of 
Golf for the entire rule and penalties for breach of the rule.  

5. What happens if you strike a ball twice in the act of hitting the 
ball? 

 For example:   You hit the ball in a sand bunker and in your follow 
through, the ball hits your club again.   You must add a penalty 
stroke.  See Rule 14-4 in The Rules of Golf. 

6. What happens if my ball lands on a sprinkler head? 

 You get relief if your ball lies on a sprinkler head;  your stance 
requires you to stand on the sprinkler head; or your swing path would 
contact the sprinkler head.  You get no relief if none of these 
conditions occur.  See Rule 24 in The Rules of Golf for more about 
obstructions. 
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More Rules and Terms 
7. Where is out of bounds and what do I do if I think my ball 
landed out of bounds? 

 Out of bounds is usually defined by white stakes, white painted 
lines or fences.  
 If there is a possibility that your ball landed out of bounds, 
declare that you are hitting a provisional ball from the spot where your 
last shot was hit.  (See Rule 27-2 in The Rules of Golf for all of the 
rules on a lost or out of bounds ball and playing a provisional ball.) 
 The entire ball must be resting out of bounds to be declared out 
of bounds.  If part of the ball rests on the golf course and part on the 
line, the ball is not considered out of bounds. 
 Your stance may be out of bounds when you hit your ball that is 
in bounds, but out of bounds stakes cannot be removed even if they 
impede your swing or stance. 

8. What is a hazard? 

 A bunker (sand trap), water hazard and lateral water hazard or 
any area defined by red stakes. 

9. What are the rules if my ball lies in a bunker (sand trap)? 

 Your ball lies in the bunker if any part of it touches the bunker. 
 You cannot “ground” your club in a bunker.  That means your 
club cannot touch the sand before you take your stroke. 
 You cannot remove loose impediments (natural objects such as 
leaves, twigs and stones.  (Some courses have local rules about 
removing stones from bunkers.) 
 You can remove man-made objects such as cigarette butts, 
paper and rakes.   If your ball rests against a rake in the bunker and 
removal of the rake causes the ball to be removed, it may be replaced 
without penalty. 
 If another ball in the bunker lies in the way of your stroke, it may 
be marked with a tee.  The marked ball must be replaced exactly as 
the original lie. 

10. What is the proper way to drop a ball? 

 Hold your arm straight out to the side at shoulder height and 
drop the ball.  
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Water and Lateral Water Hazards 
1. What is a water hazard and what is a lateral water hazard? 

 A water hazard is defined by yellow stakes or lines and will 
normally be across the entire fairway.  A lateral water hazard is 
defined by red stakes or lines and usually has some fairway to the 
side of it.   

2. What are the rules if your ball lands in a water hazard? 

 There are three options if your ball lands in a yellow-staked 
water hazard. 
 1)  Play the ball as it lies without grounding your club (within 
the bounds of the yellow stakes or in the water.) 
 2)  Drop a ball on a line from the flagstick through the margin of 
the hazard where your ball entered the hazard and back as far as you 
want, taking a one-stroke penalty. 
 3)  Stroke-and-distance.  Go back to the tee and incur a one-
stroke penalty.  

3. What are the rules if your ball lands in a red-staked lateral 
water hazard? 

 There are five options when you ball ends up in a red-stake 
water hazard. 
 1)  Play the ball as it lies without grounding your club (within 
the bounds of the red stakes or in the water.)  
 2)  Drop a ball behind the hazard on a line formed by the hole 
and the spot where the ball entered the hazard going back as far as 
you like.  (Imagine a line drawn from the flagstick through the spot 
where the ball entered the hazard and continue that line back to a 
spot where you choose to drop the ball.)  This option requires a one-
stroke penalty. 
 3)  Stroke-and-distance.  (Go back to where you hit the shot 
that went into the water and hit again.)  This also requires a one-
stroke penalty. 
 4)  Drop within two club lengths of where your ball entered the 
hazard, no closer to the hole.  This requires a one-stroke penalty. 
 5)  Drop within two club lengths on the opposite side of the 
hazard where you ball entered the hazard which is the same distance 
from the hole.  This requires a one-stroke penalty.
